Event Overview:

The China Visitors Summit (CVS) Europe 2025 brought together around 100
Chinese travel buyers and 67 travel suppliers 12 countries from European, central
Asia and Middle Eastern countries. Held over two days at Sofitel Barcelona Skipper,
Greece, the summit facilitated 3,618 face-to-face appointments, fostering new
business opportunities and strengthening the connection between Chinese and
European travel markets.

The event aimed to enhance collaboration between Chinese travel stakeholders and
European tourism suppliers, capitalizing on Europe’s position as the leading long-haul
destination for global Chinese travelers.
